	· Welcome students, attendance, allow time to come in from lunch

	· Ask for remaining parent letters

	5 min
	· Tell students about activity we're going to do 
	· Students listen to activity instructions
	· How quickly did it take students to quiet down?

· Are they starting to talk during my instructions?
	· Remind students that I'm giving important instructions

· wait for students to stop talking before giving directions

	10 min
	· Brainstorm time with table partner
	· Students work with partner to come up with ideas for circle
	· What ideas did they come up with?

· Were they able to collaborate with partner?
	· Remind students to be on task

· have students write down ideas on index card?

	5 min
	· Take four examples from the class and write on overhead

· work with one quadrant at a time?
	· Volunteer answers for both layers of circle
	· Were they able to come up with ideas?

· How well does this activity go over with students?
	· Remind students that if idea isn't used that's ok, (I'll read in on index card?)



	10 min
	· Go over 1-18 on packet
	· Students volunteer answers and correct ones that are wrong
	· Who's writing furiously to copy answers?
	· Ask for hands instead of doing call-outs

· make sure class is quiet before hearing answer

	5 min
	· Pass out poster instructions and legal paper

· give instructions while paper passing
	· Students listen to teacher explanation
	· Who's continuing to talk or starts talking while I'm talking?

· Is it always the same people?
	· Remind students to quiet down so others can here.
