Learning Objectives/Questions:

a. Introduce unit and expectations.

b. Pre-assess student knowledge of China and India.

c. Introduce students to the basic geography of Asia, India and China.

d. Introduce and understand the religions of India and China.

e. Introduce students to the history of India
	Topic/Concept(s):  India’s history, economy and government.

Learning Objectives/Questions:

a. To introduce students to the country of India’s history including ancient river valley civilizations.

b. Students will learn about the economy of India and its relationship to the world economy including the United States.

c. Students will learn about the government of India and the challenges it faces.

	Topic/Concept(s):  China’s history and economy.

Learning Objectives/Questions:

a. To introduce students to the country of China’s history and its relationship with the world.

b. Students will learn about the economy of China and its relationship to the world economy.  This will include the positives and negatives of outsourcing jobs from the United States to China, etc.

	Topic/Concept(s):  China’s government.  Comparing and contrasting China and India.

Learning Objectives/Questions:

a. Students will learn about China’s government, issues facing that government, and its relationship with the World and United States.

b. Compare and contrast India and China.

c. Assess student knowledge of India and China

.
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	*Teaching Strategies/Learning Experiences*:

a. Students will be given expectations and receive a syllabus, etc. (differentiation)

b. Verbal and written assignment.  Map identification.  Pre assessment will include KWL. 

c. Complete a map use smartboard. (differentiation)

d. Compare and contrast the religions of India and China.  Buddhism, Hinduism, and Islam.  Develop a chart showing the similarities and differences. (differentiation)

e. Have students develop an understanding of why civilizations developed in India.  Complete a flow chart showing resources needed to create a civilization.      (Critical Thinking)

Students will work in groups of 2 or 3 to create a travel brochure for one of India or China’s major cities at the beginning of this unit.
	*Teaching Strategies/Learning Experiences:

a. Students will read together about the history of India.  They will research a fact finding activity from teacher made materials on approved internet sites and complete a short paper based on that information. (literacy development)

b. Students will research and develop a list of services and items made in India and a list of services and items sold in the United States that are made in India. They may use a Venn Diagram to show these items and services. (differentiation)

c. Students will read and take notes about the government of India.  They will then write a short paper explaining how they would govern a country with such a diverse population and issues. (Critical Thinking)

Students will be given a teacher made assignment to learn about the influences of Gandhi on other famous people around the world. (Critical Thinking)

At some point in this week’s portion of the unit students may likely see a video, use the library, and access web sites from a teacher made list.
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	*Teaching Strategies/Learning Experiences:

a. Students will read together about the history of China.  They will research a fact finding activity from teacher made materials on approved internet sites and complete a short paper based on that information. (literacy development)

b. Students will research and develop a list of services and items made in China and a list of services and items sold in the United States that are made in China.  They may use a Venn Diagram to show these items and services. (differentiation)  

Students could be required to make that list by checking products both at home and at school.     

Students will identify and discuss vocabulary terms such as trade tariffs, cheap labor, imports, etc. using teacher made assignments.

Again, students at some point may see a video, use the library, or teacher approved websites.
	*Teaching Strategies/Learning Experiences:

a. Students will read and take notes about the government of China.  They will then have a class discussion and brainstorm about the issues of trade between the United States and China.  Students will be given a teacher made assignment focusing on the issues and opinions about the difficulties and benefits of China and United States trade.  (Critical thinking).   Possibly a board game, group work, etc.

b. Students will compare and contrast what they have learned about China and India’s geography, religion, government, history, and economies.  Potential assignments could include bingo games, trivia, compare charts, reading brochures to classmates, written reports, comparing which country is most ready to face the challenges of the 21st century and beyond. (differentiating and critical thinking)

c. Students will complete a teacher made final exam.



	*Pre/Process/Post Assessments/Evidence of Learning:

a. Students will be given a verbal quiz at the end of each period and on task participation will be noted.

b. Unit pre quiz will consist of a verbal and/or map activity.
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	*Pre/Process/Post Assessments/Evidence of Learning:

a. Students will be given a verbal quiz at the end of each period and on task participation will be noted.

b. Verbal quizzing will occur at the start of each lesson.

c. A teacher made quiz will occur at the end of the India lessons.  This may be written, etc.

d. Turn in assigned work.
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	*Pre/Process/Post Assessments/Evidence of Learning:

a. Students will be given a verbal quiz about how China influences their everyday life at the start of this section. 

b. Task participation will be noted and assignments graded.
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	*Pre/Process/Post Assessments/

Evidence of Learning:

a. Class participation will be noted and assignments graded.

b. List group known information about the government of China before starting that lesson.

c. Final exam

d. As part of final exam students could complete a Social Science Analysis Work Sample using research gathered on issues facing China or India’s government.  Also, students could analyze trade issues between the United States and China. (frame, research, conclude)

a. For this entire unit student and teacher expectations will be clarified at the beginning of the unit.  Behavior and academics will be individually addressed as needed.  Modifications and curriculum will be adjusted on an individual needs basis.
