Learning Objectives/Essential Questions (observable, measurable evidence you want to see):

Students will: understand what stereotyping is and how it affects people, comprehend the tensions and frustrations of bi-cultural families assimilating new freedoms and values, gather knowledge of the Women’s Movement by understanding Kate Chopin’s background, broaden their perspective of human rights by discussion/analysis of Mark Mathabane’s writing style, develop ability to compare and contrast narrative characters by reading Kiswana Browne, 

Understand how identity is constructed, and its affect on others after reading All-American Queer Pakistani Girl
 

	Teaching Strategies/Learning Experiences (indicate differentiation, literacy, critical thinking in parentheses 

and italics) Introduction of the unit is made with the pre-assessment tool (developed with “survey monkey”) Pre-assessment for Narrative Writings:  Social and Political Movements.  The teacher, by making  use of vocabulary words, timelines, mini-history lessons, mini-lectures, and art work, builds a background and knowledge base enabling students to grasp the themes and messages (particularly the message of personal freedom) inherent in the short stories compiled for this unit.  The lesson plans utilize discussion questions specifically tailored to deepen student comprehension of the special theme found in each short story depicting a particular social and or political movement.  Connected with the reading of each short story is a writing assignment targeting development of specific narrative writing skills.  The writing assignment for each story is as follows: 

Indian Education—"Emulating Narrative Style"

Se Me Enchina el suerpo al oir tu cuento—“Descriptive Narrative”
Daughter of Invention—"Narrative Outline"
Story of an Hour—"Personal Account" (in 1st person)
Kaffir Boy—"Reflective Narrative"
Kiswana Browne—"Journalizing" (journal notes narrating personal  growth)
All-American Queer Pakistani Girl & Negatives from Mr. Tobias..."Through Their Eyes" (Personal growth through the eyes of another)

A cooperative learning component has been built into each lesson.  Students will share their narrative writings; this will foster discussion/analysis and accountability. 




	Pre/Process/Post Assessments/Evidence of Learning:

FORMATIVE ASSESSMENTS:

Pre-assessment:  Students respond to a pre-assessment survey covering the entire unit.  Pre-assessment is also obtained by observing student responses to the anticipatory sets contained in each lesson.

Process assessment occurs when comprehension is checked by the teacher observing notes taken during lectures and knowledge building activities and as students respond to discussion questions prepared for each short story.

Further process assessment is made as teacher distributes “Venn Diagrams” and other hand outs.  Teacher circulates around the room monitoring student productions of narrative writing assignments.  Observations made will help the teacher assess whether more explanation, clarification, and examples are necessary for students to successfully complete personal narrative assignments.

Post assessments are made by the teacher’s use of rubrics specifically designed to evaluate whether or not the student is demonstrating the narrative writing skills targeted for each lesson.
	Pre/Process/Post Assessments/Evidence of Learning:

SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENTS:

The summative assessment is accomplished by student participation in the concluding assignment The final lesson focuses on teaching students how to collaborate, discuss each other’s work, make decisions, and create an original collection of student work (original art and narratives).

By the end of the lesson, students should have completed a final draft of the project titled “In Our Words” (Allow at least 2 days). 

The collection will contain original work from each student in the class.  The students will select their writings before beginning the book of collected class works.

 

	Management Preparation:

Students at the onset of class engage in learning due to teacher’s immediate use of anticipatory set activities.

Students continue to be engaged in learning as the teacher assigns note taking, timeline constructions, schematic fill in, and art related activities minimizing distractions and wandering.

Use of “Venn Diagram” will help with student participation.  Teacher will constantly monitor for student involvement in all learning activities.
