A Protocol for Gathering Evidence of Mind Changes

1. Parent/Guardian Letter explaining the VSOL Survey & CheckPoints Report – two weeks to opt out.

1. PowerPoint overview of the Survey & Student Assent Form – allows non-opt-out students opportunity to review the purpose of the survey and agree to participate.

1. Schoolwide Survey or Grade-level Surveys (MS/HS versions) – on-line – 18 questions. Possible re-take before Spring Break and final in June, 2017.   

1. CheckPoints Report – individual student feedback, based on responses, for feedback and follow-up.   Possible re-take at Spring Break and final in June, 2017.


Meanwhile: 

· Design assignments/learning activities that emphasize Academic Wellness factors and point them out to students.

· Continue to emphasize Academic Wellness connections between assignments and assessments – and make the Vital Sign Scoring Guide available to students.

· Collect and encourage students to collect portfolio examples of their best work – and explain why they have chosen it as their “best.”
